Initial interview

They must be looking at the web site to do this interview College of immunics.

Answer no questions about the job -- the talk they're going to listen to on the web will do that.

Ask them if they have any questions about what they see on the homepage.  Spend the first part of the interview answering questions about the college and the Cure Drive, and sharing other people's cures.  

Tell them that, whether or not they end up getting in doing this job, they should help by joining the Cure Drive, and help themselves by learning to cure things.  People are curing things -- they need to know that, and do that.

This first part of the interview, about the Cure Drive in curing things, needs to take less than 10 minutes -- 5 minutes is better.  Keep it brief.  It's their responsibility to learn about these things, and you're just pointing them in the right direction, not teaching them anything, get it?

Now tell them to listen to the talk, and that after they've completed it, if they want to get started to call you back and leave you a message to that effect.  You'll then make provision with them to meet some other people who are doing this and get firsthand, oral instruction, since everybody who does this is good at it and can really help them earn more money right when they get started.

Tell them that if you don't get back to them within eight hours of their leaving a message that they want to get started it means that something went wrong and you didn't get their message, so they should leave another message, and/or e-mail you.  In my case, sometimes my cell phone doesn't alert me that there's a voicemail there for me, so I have had a real technical difficulty, and I need to tell them this caveat.
